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kindergarten/ pre-school version, lodge/ hotel version,
livestock industry version have been developed, and in
the future, even more versions — for example, a high
school or new home version — will be developed.
Factories and businesses are expanding these initiatives
to drastically reduce CO, emissions.

Eco-Shop Certification

Certification for shops that conserve energy and
resources, promote recycling, and sell eco-products.
Currently there are 16 certified shops, and the number is
expected to increase.

Environmental Agreement Zone System
Creating rules for residents to protect the environment,
and promote efforts to observe those rules. There are
currently 8 such zones.

Forest Cultivation by Citizens

Promoting volunteer planting of forests to remove CO,
and protect the local forest, which covers 75% of the city
area.

Reducing and Separating Waste

Citizens cooperate to separate trash into 22 bins (for
example: small, battery-operated devices using rare
metals), thereby reducing trash.
