ADout daKkal:

Sakai is a city in Osaka Prefecture, Japan. Historically, it
has been one of the largest and most important seaports
of Japan, playing a major role in connecting foreign trade
with inland trade. The city plans to achieve reductions in
emissions of 15% by 2030 and 60% by 2050 (from 2005
levels) through a transition into low-carbon industry, the
creation of a sustainable public transit network, and
through lifestyle changes in the citizenry.
