This program educates city residents on simply ways to
drive more efficiently, improving their gas mileage while
cutting down on emissions. Those that declare adherence
to a list of easy steps to follow each time they drive and
agree to spread the message to others can register to
receive a card and sticker to show off their participation.

Regulating Zones

Areas are created in the city giving preference to
pedestrians through measures like the development of
transit malls.

Intelligent transportation systems (ITS) are used to mak
public transportation more convenient. The technology
allows for the avoidance or elimination of traffic jams, b
location systems, and systems that give preference to t
transit.

Promoting Measures for Small to Mid-
Sized Factories

Eco-Management Network

The formation of the "Toyota City Eco-Management
Network" allows technological advice from companies i
Toyota Motors, subsidies from the city, and manageme
guidance from the chamber of commerce to be
implemented all in one policy, promoting measures for
small and mid-sized factories. Factories are obligated 1
publicize their emissions data, and objectives
management is emphasized.
