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(CASBEE Yokohama ranking, etc.) to popularize zero-
carbon or long-lasting, so-called “200-year” homes.

Eco-Entertainment

Eliminating disposable utensils and other wasteful
products from fast food restaurants, hotels, etc., and
requiring carbon offsets at concerts and sports events
sponsored by the city or held at municipal facilities.

Energy-Saving, Large-Scale Development
Utilizing the City Planning Proposal System (a system
based on city planning legislation whereby land owners,
NPOs, etc. can propose a land-use project for land that
exceeds a certain size) to promote the adoption of 10%
renewable energy, acquiring a high rank from rating
systems like CASBEE-Yokohama for large-scale
development.

Adopting future regulatory measures, such as making
the examination of renewable energy adoption
mandatory.

Yokohama Environmental Point System

To be jointly carried out as part of the Yokohama Port
150th Anniversary Event in 2009, emphasizing the
promotion of energy-saving actions in the home,
providing environmental education for elementary
students, energizing regional shopping areas, and
supporting resident-run activities.

Rapid Increase in Renewable Energy
Utilizing the J-Curve, increase renewable energy 10
times over current use, raising the share of energy
consumption from 0.7% in 2004 to 12% in 2025.

Supply: Yokohama Green Power

Supplying and increasing renewable energy through
revenue from resident contribution and other streams,
selling Green Energy Certificates, and buying
environmental electricity values at fixed prices.

Demand

Utilizing sewage treatment plants and other facilities
while gathering technology and knowledge about
renewable energy. Turning Yokohama waterfronts int
cutting-edge areas that utilize renewable energy and
converting all municipal buildings into renewable-ener
and high-efficiency facilities.

Transportation Measures

Encouraging Adoption of Efficient Vehicles
Promoting the introduction of electric/plug-in hybrid ca
(low-interest loans, etc.), and reducing the fixed prope
tax for infrastructure created for charging vehicles.

Sharing Cool Cars

Promoting the car-sharing of electric cars with
outstanding features and microbility (electric 2-wheele
vehicles, for example).

Linking with Rural Areas

Partnerships to Fight Global Warming
Partnering with Doshi Village in Yamanashi Prefecture
and other rural areas to build a system where compan
that support forest management can utilize carbon
offsets.

Encouraging local government, industry, and academi
to join forces to promote businesses that utilize bioma
resources, such as thinned wood.
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
